India has had to walk a diplomatic tightrope over Ukraine in the past few days as it tried to 
balance its ties with Moscow and the West.

Delhi's first statement in the UN Security Council (UNSC) did not name any country directly but it 
said it regretted that calls from the international community to give diplomacy and dialogue a 
chance had not been heeded.

It, however, stopped short of criticising Russia. And before the UNSC voted on a draft UN resolution 
to condemn the invasion, Delhi faced calls from Russia, the US and Ukraine "to do the right thing".
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
