Armenian Prime Minister Nikol Pashinian and Russian President Vladimir Putin on October 8 
announced an agreement that will see Russian border guards withdraw from the Armenian-Iranian 
frontier checkpoint as of January 1, 2025.

Under the deal, Armenian border guards will take over full operation of the checkpoint, with 
Yerevan's troops to also be involved in guarding the border with Turkey along with the existing 
Russian forces.

For decades, Armenia's frontiers with Turkey and Iran have been guarded solely by Russian troops.
