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ARMENIA'S PRIME MINISTER ADDRESSES EUROPEAN PARLIAMENT ON PEACE EFFORTS
WITH AZERBAIJAN AND ACCESSION TO EU

On 11 March, Armenian Prime Minister Nikol Pashinyan addressed the European Parliament,
highlighting peace between Armenia and Azerbaijan and his countrys EU membership aspirations.

Pashinyan spoke about the establishment of peace between Armenia and Azerbaijan, formalised
on 8 August 2025 in Washington DC, when President Ilham Aliyev of Azerbaijan and Pashinyan
signed a Joint Declaration in the White House.

The Armenian Prime Minister touched upon the latest political developments in Armenia, ongoing
efforts to resettle Armenians who fled the previous conflict in Nagorno-Karabakh, attempts by
certain clergy and political opposition forces to undermine peace efforts, and attempts to secure
the freedom of Armenian prisoners of war still held captive in Azerbaijan.
