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KAZAKHSTAN SET TO DEEPEN MILITARY TRANSIT COOPERATION WITH TÜRKİYE

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The Mazhilis (lower house of the Parliament of Kazakhstan) has ratified an agreement between the 
governments of Kazakhstan and Türkiye on the transit of military equipment and personnel 
through the airspace of both countries, Trend reports via the Mazhilis.

The agreement aims to regulate the procedure for air transit of military assets and personnel 
between the two states. It outlines the conditions for using airspace, the mechanisms for issuing 
permits, and the coordination procedures for flights.

Under the document, military transit will require the issuance of a one-time permit and an annual 
diplomatic clearance number. This framework is expected to optimize air transport and simplify 
bilateral coordination.
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
